There were 

7 complaints on the agen-

da. (see page 2)  

The Board then discussed 

payment options for ser-

vices currently provided for 

Things You Should Know 
Effective February 2017: 
 All NEW licensee’s must obtain 30 hours of continuing education for their first 

year. (20 hours every year following) This only applies to Home Inspectors licensed 
after February 2017.  

 It is now mandatory that each LHI must attend a Board approved Standards of Prac-
tice and Report Writing Seminar once every three years.  

 The licensee may receive up to eight hours of continuing education credit per 
licensing period for courses taught by a board certified continuing education 
provider, dealing with the construction industry, but outside the scope of the 
standards of practice.  

 The licensee may receive up to eight hours of continuing education credit per 
licensing period for each class taught by a non-approved instructor which subject 
matter deals with the construction industry, provided that the licensee has requested 
and received the approval of the Education Committee chairperson prior to the 
LHI’s participation in the course.  

 The licensee may receive up to a maximum of 10 hours of continuing education 
credit per licensing period for any combination of the following types of classes: 
online courses; streaming video courses; courses given by an unapproved instructor 
and courses which are outside the scope of the standards of practice but deals with 
the construction industry.

C-16-006 Robicheaux v. Maxcy LHI#10349- This complaint was dismissed, 

SIE found no probable cause 

 

C-16-007 Reid v. Messina LHI#10237- This complaint was dismissed, SIE 

found no probable cause 

 

C-17-002 Mouton v. Boudreaux LHI#10581- This complaint was dismissed, 

SIE found no probable cause 

 

C-17-001 LSBHI v. Blanchard LHI#10752– Tabled due to lack of a quorum 
 

C-16-005 Stang v. Gregg LHI#10724– This was an appeal filed by Ms. Stang.  
Mr. Gregg was present, Mrs. Stang was not present. The Board dismissed the ap-

peal.  

 

C-17-003 Niles v. Ruppert LHI#10808– Both parties were present and 

sworn in by Chairman, Fritz Gurtler.  After testimony was given by both parties 

and much discussion between the Board, Mr. Ruppert was found in violation of 

LAC46XL313A.2. The Board set a fine of $500.00 for violating LAC46XL313A.2 

 

C-17-004 Niles v. Foret (Not licensed)- Both parties were present and 

sworn in by Chairman, Fritz Gurtler. The Board found Mr. Foret guilty for violat-

ing LAC46XL117B, 117B.1, 127A, 139B.2, 139B.3, and 501B.12. The Board fined

Board Members Term Expired 
The terms of the Board 

Members representing 

Congressional Dis-

tricts no. 2 expired De-

cember 2015. There are 

several steps that are 

involved with becoming a 

Board Member. The 

board shall be composed 

of one member from 

each congressional dis-

trict appointed by the 

governor from a list of 

names submitted by the 

board of directors of the 

Louisiana Chapter of the 

American Society of 

Home Inspectors, the 

Louisiana Realtors Asso-

ciation, the Louisiana 

Homebuilders Associa-

tion, and the Louisiana 

Mortgage Lenders Asso-

ciation. Each member of 

the board shall be a Unit-

ed States citizen and a 

resident of the state, and 

shall have been actively 

engaged in the home in-

spection business on a 

full-time basis for one 

year preceding the ap-

pointment. The initial 

board members shall be 

required to obtain a li-

cense in accordance with 

the provisions of this 

Chapter. Thereafter, 

each member of the 

board shall be a licensed 

home inspector. Each 

member appointed by 

the governor shall be 

confirmed by the Senate. 

Each member of the 

board shall receive a cer-

tificate or commission 

from the governor. 

In order for the Gover-

nor to accept the nomi-

nation an application 

must be completed.  See 

below:
